Imogen Heap’s claim as the first download diva appears to remain in tact after scoring another significant online success.  A few weeks ago the British singer-songwriter-producer Heap took a few days out from making her new album to write a track that was supposed to feature in a film project that she was involved in. She wrote the song and recorded all the vocals, leaving the music for the composer who was writing the rest of the score so she could get on with her much anticipated new album. When the track went unused, it never got completed.  Rather than letting her efforts go to waste, Heap gave the track to Twestival, donating the aforementioned vocals for ‘The Song That Never Was’ experiment.

Users were invited to download the parts and add their own musical interpretation. They could then upload their mix to her SoundCloud Dropbox and put the best efforts up for everyone to listen to and enjoy. 

In just a few days of being available, word of mouth had spread enough for over 150 people to have made their own tracks using the vocals, including a dance version, ambient version, piano-led version and someone who placed a crazy drum solo over the vocals.  Check out the varying versions on http://www.twestival.fm/?page_id=195. Anyone who wants to download the track can opt to donate to charity for the privilege, and can donate direct from Imogen’s page at Twestival, with Imogen highlighting the charity Water Cause as her preferred beneficiary.

The potential for the experiment is something Heap – a former student at the Brits School - thinks could make for a great educational topic in schools. “There are some students out there who I'm sure would love to get into producing and creating the music but the idea of singing fills them with dread! I know for me, the writing and singing part can sometimes be a drag and I just want to get stuck in to the music making bit.” Heap said. “I think it'd make a great class experiment and hope some music teachers will pick up on this as something they could take in one day.” 

‘The Song That Never Was’ is the second track which has been made available by Heap upfront of her brand new album, expected in Summer 2009, after the track ‘Not Now But Soon’ was made available as a digital download in July 2008 after featuring in the hit TV series ‘Heroes’.  Fans can follow progress on the new album via Imogen’s website - http://www.imogenheap.com – where footage documenting the writing, recording and production of her music has proved popular, in particular the video diary entries on her vBlog, on http://www.youtube.com/IMOGENHEAP.  The next entry will appear online by the end of February.
